An ancient church is moving with
the times to create amodern place
of worship in central Melbourne.

The 2000-year-old Coptic
Orthodox Churchis developing a
multimillion-dollar CBD high-rise
to house its newest parish.

The design of the 44-storey
tower means some featuresiconic
to the church will be sacrificed,
especially the traditional domed
roof, but the Melbourne diocese is
cleaving toits honoured rituals.

The clergy of the city’s Coptic

Orthodox Diocese gathered at the
basement level of the La Trobe
Street construction site tobless
the foundation on which the new
tower that combines religion, retail
and residential will be built.

They did so to mark the latest
chapter in the history of a city
block most recently known as the
site of Melbourne’s longest-
running gay sauna and whichis
believed tobe a site of colonial set-
tlement activity.

At each corner of the $90 million
development, four steel boxes con-
taining gospels were lowered into

The Eporo Tower is a collabora-
tionbetween the Coptic Orthodox
Church, the largest Christian
churchin Egypt and the Middle
East, and Singapore inyestment
company Ho Bee. Itis due tobe
completed at the end of next year.

The tower’slower levels will in-
clude a place of worship for the
church’s 20,000 Victorian follow-
ers, a hall, classrooms and campus
for its theological college. The
building’s 307 one and two-
bedroom apartments have been
sold. Father Mark Attalla, who
scoured the city for a suitable site,

said the development was aimed at
building a community around the
parish. “We thought it would be
remarkable to have aniconic build-
ing and yet retain the incredible
Coptic theology in the structure.
We're trying to mould both mod-
ernism and the traditional Coptic
churchinto one.”

Project manager Tim Miller, of
Sinclair Brook, said arecent
archaeological dig on the site un-
covered hair-brushes, bottles, foot-
wear and fragments of children’s
toys and jewellery that could date
back to early settlement.

“Thisis a tradition going back to
the Scriptures,” the head of the
diocese of Melbourne, Bishop
Suriel, said. “We wanted to put
those foundations there so thatifa
long time from now this building is
ever knocked down people will
knowits significance, they will
know it was a Coptic site.”
